Biblical Events Series: Lesson 2: Samson’s Strange Weapon
· The text for this week’s devotion will be Judges chapter 15.
· In order to help prepare everyone for devotions it might be a good idea to start with a song, testimonies, or prayer.

8. What did Samson find to fight with?
9. How many men did Samson kill?
10. What did Samson do with the weapon when the fight was over.
More questions for discussion:
1. What do you think Samson’s friends thought when the Philistines showed up to fight?
2. Why do you think the men of Israel brought 3,000 men with them to capture Samson?
3. Why do you think Samson made the men of Israel promise to deliver him to the Philistines instead of killing him?
4. What do you think the Bible means when it says “The Spirit of the Lord came mightily upon him”?
5. What does the Bible mean when it says the cords became as “flax that was burnt with fire”?
6. What do you think the difference in the new jawbone and an old jawbone is?
7. In verse 16, what do you think Samson was talking about when he said “heap upon heaps”.?
8. In verse 17, Samson calls the place of the battle “Ramathlehi”. See if you can find a definition of that word.
