“A Fundamental Approach to the 10/40 Window”
Mt 9:37 Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the laborers are few;
As I traveled through Indiana to Michigan this week I noticed that the harvest in Indiana is in full swing.  Some of the larger fields had two and three combine harvesters working simultaneously in order to get the crops in before the imminent rain.   It took me back to my childhood days of apple picking in Michigan.  I was paid according to the number of apples picked each day.  As a young boy I learned quickly the most efficient ways to pick. The trees that were closest to the barn and the fruit on those trees that were hanging on the lowest branches were the easiest and quickest to pick and put in the large wooden boxes for the tractors to come and pick up and take to the barn. There they would be separated to either be sold or used for cider. While I was able to pick a lot of apples quickly this way it also left a great harvest unpicked. The difficult apples to be harvested were still hanging in the tops of the trees and in those trees in the back side of the orchard.  If somebody didn’t get to those difficult to pick apples before they fell to the ground the bees would get to them and render them useless. While this analogy is simple there is a comparison to the mission field today.  There are those in the uttermost parts of the world that are more difficult to reach and requires much more time and effort to get the gospel to them.  We are commanded to go into ALL the world and preach the gospel even to the far remote villages that are far removed from the big cities. God loves them as much as He loves us, and they deserve to hear that Jesus loves them too. Thank you to all those who are helping us get the gospel to them as quickly as possible.
Napali Bible update from Bro. Dale Money:
A few months ago, I received a long-awaited email telling us the revisions to the Nepali Bible was complete and they were ready to print. With not much time, we decided to print 2,000 copies and distributed them in Northern India to pastors working in Nepalese communities. Thankfully, because of the faithful support of folks like you, we had enough funds on hand. Once the Scriptures were printed, they were divided and shipped to two locations. It's amazing to see how the hand of the Lord works. One of the shipments happened to be delivered on the same day as a pastor’s conference. That day as the pastors left, they loaded boxes of Nepali Bibles on their motorcycles and in their vehicles and took them back to their villages. I can only imagine the joy they felt and the excitement they had, knowing God had provided copies of His Word for their people. 
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
